Both Challenger's standard 1.6 litre engine and
optional 2.6 litre engine (available with Basic
Package) feature a new MCA-Jet System.
They utilize a “jet” valve in the cylinder
chamber, in addition to the regular intake and
exhaust valves. This jet valve induces an
extra-lean mixture to be injected at subsonic
speed for more efficient combustion. Which,
in turn, results in cleaner burning and greater
all-around efficiency.

The four-cylinder engine has always been a
great power plant for small nimble cars .. .
except for a couple of things. Namaly, noise
and vibration. The kind that are easily
transmitted to a car's interior. Also the kind
that are especially annoying at high speeds or
on long trips. This noise and vibration are
caused by piston movements and explosive
shoclks in the cylinders. To virtually eliminate
these problems, our engineers added two
counterbalancing shafts. These shafts rotate in
opposite directions to compensate for the
up-and-down vibration and rolling force
inherent in the four-cylinder engine design.
The result? A quiet, smooth-running engine.

Both the standard L6 litre and optional 2.6
litre engines feature a two-barrel carburetor,
single exhaust, five-bearing crankshaft,
aluminum cylinder heads, hemispherical
combustion chambers, overhead cam, and
automatic choke. Test-drive one in a new
Challenger today.
