And much more,

What does the System de for you? When you join the
Ropid Transit System, you're getting a lot more than o
big V-8, o 4-3peed and a jillion dollor option list.
That's becouse RTS philosophy says performance car
do not live by cubic inches alone. So the Syitem devoted

great quantities of time 1o doveloping such things os sus-
pension systems, brokes ond tronsmissions. All the under-

pinnings that moke the difference between runners ond
also-rans.

Then they're mated to just exactly the right body con-

figuration. And just exactly the right engine. You could
say the RTS produces complete performance, not just cars.

So betore you join the System, consider your primary
driving needs. And order accordingly. You can modity if
you want to, but it won't reclly be necessary. The System
has already come through for you.

Putting it together in the System. Or, where do we
go from here? Now hold on. Just because the Sysem is
designed to produce the best combination of what things
maoke which cars go best, that doesn't mean you can't
get your licks in.

Fact is, we're geared up to keep your initial cost down.
So if you want to do a litlle creating of your awn, the sky's
the limit. Toke a sho! ol the bock 1wo pages. Lots of trick
"dress-up"' options there, all guaranteed to add at least
10 mph to your car's curbside appearance.

And for those who like to really get into the machinery
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—the "Howcanlmakeitreallyrun'' people, the System's got
a lot to give. Quads, cams, scatterproof housings, the
works. And, to bock it up, there ore tune-up brochures,
ond supercar chinics. And 1o back those up, a list of per-
formance ports companies a mile long covering everybody
from lsky cams to Fram fillers. To lay your hands on this
stuff, see your Rapid Transit dealer, or write 1o the Rapid
Transit System, P.O. Box 7749, Detroit, Michigon 48207.
If you con’t get what you want there, you probably don't
need what you're looking for.

As for finding out just wha! you getl with each RTS
pockoge, whot's standard with what, and where do the
exiras go, that all comes clear in the next 11 pages.

But bofore you start going through the book, whip out
the bock cover. That's where the nuls and bolts are, and
the layout's designed to mcke comparing standard things
to extra things easier. Plus showing how the Rapid Tronsit
System comes through.
