The sides of
the backrest are deeper and distine-
tively contoured.

The frame of the
backrest has sturdy bular mem-
bers and two reinforcing plates.
The top is fitted with an adjustable
head restraint which also serves as
a headrest. The driver's seat is elec-
trically heated on the EMS, GLE
and Turbo models.

The Saab 900's are roomy five pas-
senger cars that still leave room

for an amazing amount of cargn.
The lugeage compartment converts
within 30 seconds into a large cargo
space. Skis, golf equipment, even
outboard motors can easily be
accommaodated. The load carrying
area has o maximum length of
72.2 inches, a height of 36.2 inches
and a total capacity of 35.0 cubic
feet. The rear door of the Saab 900
extends from the edge of the roof

right down to the bumper. Gas
springs automatically lift the rear
toor, This makes loading the 900
a snap. since there's no sill ob-
structing the rear. And for heavy
objects the rear bumper serves as
a convenient support.

o compressor mounted on a com-
mon shaft. The turbine is driven by
the engine’s exhaust gnses.

So just why is the Saab turbo-
charger different? Saab engineers
have developed a turbocharging
system using a turbocharger that is
remarkably small. So only a rela-
tively modest gas llow is required
to begin driving the turbine.

The body. The developement of the
Saah Imirl\ boxdy is basedd on sophis-
ticated =collision research™, This has
resulted in a body which. in aeddi-
tion to the raditional crumple zones
at the front and rear. also incor-
porates mumerous protective and
reinforcing members.

Consider the windshield pillars, for
instance, LS. regulations concerning
their strength are the world's most
stringent. The windshicld pillars of
the Saab 900 excevd those standards
by 40%.

This anti-corrosion trestment car.
rledd out at the fctory s also impres-
sive! All Saab 900 cars are subjected
to i comprehensive anti-corrosion
treatment af various stages of the
manufacturing process.

The engine. The basic eagine of the
Saab 900 is an in-line 2-litre over:
head cam, liguid-cooled, 4-cvlinder
tuel injected engine. All versions are
eouipped with o three way catalyst
and Lambda control system for low
CITHSsions,

The rating of the e'ngjnv is 110 hp
(51 kW) SAE net at 5500 rpm. The
urbocharged version has o maximuom
output of 135 hp (100 kW) SAE net
@l SO0 rpun,

The mansmission. Saab engincers
were alwavs aware that i the car
wits 10 have sporty performance,
the body, engine and gearbox must
carefully match cach other,

Anuothir objective was that the
engine, clutch, differental and gear-
box. should be as compect as
possibile. This allows more space for
the front-seal passengers. At the
same time. the power train contrib-
utes o exvellent welght distribution
betwern front and rear axles,

Apart from the $-speed manmual
gearbox and the auntomatic transmis-
sion, the 1980 range includes o 5-
speed manual gearbox. When com-
bined with the turbocharged engine,
for example, the S-speed roduces
engine spevid by 1349 in fifth gear,
vielding a reduction in fuel con-
surnption al speeds between 30 angd
65 mph as well as a reduction of
23 dBA in the sound level an
spoeeds between 55 and G5 mph.

The brakes. In the interest of salety,
the Tirake svstern of the Saab 900
consists of twn separiie circuits,

This systiem & diagonally sphit, If
one cireuit should fail, the brakes of
one frent wheel and the rear wheel
on the oppesite side will remain
operativie. So the braking eifort at
thi front and rear will stay normally
distributid. And the steering and
rosied handling of the car will remain
largely unaffected.

The hamdbrake serves as o third
brake clireuit and acts on the front
wheels. The braking effect of the
handbrake alone is at least 50% of
the total foot brake effecn

springing and wheel suspension.
The Tront suspension is based on

a lightweight but double strong
wishbone systern. The wishbones,
combined with separately mounted
shock absorbers and coil springs,
provide good stability and durability
fior the fromt suspension,

The fromit springs are pivot mounied,
They remain straight during
compression, and do not “how™ out,
thus retaining springing capacity.

In addition. the spring travel is rela-
tively long, for better ride and han-
dling characteristics over a variety of
road surfaces.

The rear axle is a straight, one
picee umit. The wheels are thus
aligned perpendicular to the road
surfaces. This ensures the best
possible roadholding of the rear
whieels. In addition, the rear axle is
lightweight and its unsprung
widght s low, allowing the rear
whiels o follow the irregularities
of the road surface acearately
without appreciably affecting the
ridde comifiort,

The bumpers, In 1972 Saab

vnched the first bumpers worthy
of their name. At colliston speceds
of up o 5 mph, the cellular blocks in
the bumiper compress, but soon
expani] back o their original shape.
This characteristic in itsell has saved
many Sunb owners a lot of money.

The stecring It §s primacdly the dis-
ribution of welght—with most of it
carried by the from wheels—io

which the Saab 900 owwes its direc
tional stability and its consistent rogd-
ability,

The car has a slight amount of uoder-
steer, Le. it follows a somewhat
wider radios in a tum than that cor-
responding exactly to the movement
of the steering wheel. To correct,
thes driver necd only turn the steering

Bumper with collular blocks which are
enmmpressed on impact.

wheel slightly more 1o the inside of
the mrn, which is o natural reaction.

The steering svstem of the Saal, 900
i= actually so advanced thar a blow-
out (whien the car is waveling
straight ahead) on a good road will
hardly affect the steering perfor-
MR,

The rack-and-pinion steering glves
refliable performance without back-
lash. The wheels react immediately
1o the slightest movernent of the
stevring wheel.

The top end ol the steering column
is secured 1o a heavy crpss-member
which also supports the instrument

O the interior side, a perforated
sheet metal cage acts os an impact-
absorbing component-in addition o
the center pad, with its deformahble
body and its surface covering ol sofi.

Heating and ventilation system,

othier cars. 1t is a semi-awtomatic

Some of the refinements: o veniili-
tion intike on the hiod was devel-
aped in wind tunned tests, 1o provide
constant vendilation air flow. regard-
less of the road speed, Vieuum
eontrol of the air flow dampers.
