There's a simple and
obvious explanation for that
sort of high regard from
automotive writers and
enthusiasts. The engineers
who build the Saab 900 have
never been satisfied to leave
the car as it is. They've main-
tained its technological
leadership through a steady
evolution.

And they've never lost
sight of the real purpose
of the Saab 900: to provide
a supremely practical auto-
mobile that brings the excite-
ment of high-performance
driving to vour everyday
transportation.

In the beginning, there were the big
V-8 engines, majestically powering huge
cars through a world filled with cheap and
abundani gasoline.

Then, n response to OPEC politics,
came the econobox, a car that could go
farther on a gallon of gas than you'd
actually want to nde in it

Later, when gasoline was again
abundant and we'd all gotten used to
the prices. high-tech, high-performance
mp::hnmmrunmwm-
on

Automobile engines have been almost
as subject to the whims of fashion as
automobile body styles have. Consadenng
how complicated the engine’s job really is,
that's pretty silly.

Saab engineers have always built en-
gines to operate m the real world. not to
satisfy somebody’s marketing depart-
ment. Whatever the currently popular
notion of good engineenng may be, there
are some things thast must be Uue of a
Saab engne.

To begin with, it has to have generous
reserves of power, and not just because
high performance is selling cars this year.
The reason that the Saab engne has to be
powerful is that it has to be capable of
ﬁmuﬂ:ewuadhrmsw:}- It has 1o

speeds or around skower traffic

m&:hummtnhdtnue
It's expected to eat up hour after hour of
high-speed driving without complaint, and
to withstand environmental extremes with-
out failure.

It must be economical, because in the
reil world an engine that bums extrava-
gant amounts of fuel isn't an engine that's
intended for the long years of heavy use
that Saab engines typacally get.

To achieve all this, Sasb's
started with a fairly modest engine size.
All three of the engines Lhat are avail-
able i the 900 senes begin with a four-
cylinder, two-liter block. The advantage of
this size is that there's plenty of potential
for horsepower init, but it's not so big that
it's wasting a lot of energy hauling its own
weight around.

To further hold down the engine’s
weight, they built the cylinder head,
camshaft cover and intake manifold from

mounted directly over the intake and ex-
haust valves for tight, precise timing of
engine operations. Fuel is ignited inside
the cylinders at exactly the moment when

The s piston travel (stroke) is
only 3.07 inches, so average piston speeds
are moderate even at high engine speeds.
That reduces wear nside the engine and
allows the Saab to maintan high cruising
speeds for hours on end.

mw;mswm
designed to cope with Sweden's subarctic
winters, adds o the engine’s rehability.

All of those factors—hight weight, pre-
cise operation, low piston speed, reliable
electncs—contnbute to the ability of cach
of Saab’s three engines to achieve thewr
design entenia. All three provide signifi-
mtmmddpnm sold relmability

sound fuel economy.

Even the most basic of the three
engine vanants, the 8-valve engine fitted
in the Saab 900, a heaithy 110
horsepower (SAE net) withoul any great
toll in fuel consumption. *

Why 16 valves?

In most gasoline engines, there are
two valves per cylinder: one to take in
the air-fuel mixture; one Lo exhaust the
burned gases after ignition. Both valves
and the plug are located at or near
the top of the cylinder.

The engine’s volumetnic efficiency de-
pends on the size of the valves. The larger
each valve, the easicr il is for the engine
to take in and exhaust the gases. And,
obviously, the larger the valves, the far-
ther the spark plug is pushed from the
mleruhhﬂnpuirhtcyhﬂﬂ

The thermal efficiency, on the other
hand, depends largely on the placement
of the spark plug. Locating it as nearly as
possible n the center of the combustion
chamber, at the top of the cylinder,is
most effective.

So, in most engines, there’s a conflict
between volumetne and thermal

That conflict is largely resolved in
Saab’s 16-valve engine; resolved in a way
that not only makes the engine more
powerful, but also improves fuel economy
and reliabibty,

and in the Turbo, each cylinder has two
mtake valves on one side, and two exhaust
valves on the opposite side. The valves

are and closed by double overhead

The valve clearances are main-
tained automatically by hydraulic bfters. so
they never need adjustment.

Although each of the four valves asso-
ciated with each cvlinder is smaller than
one of the valves on Saab’s B-valve engine,
the total area is greater.

So volumetric efficiency is improved.

And, because four valves can be
spaced around the edge of the avalable
combustion area more evenly than two
large valves, the spark plug can be located
closer to the center of the combustion
chamber. That means that the fuel-air
mixture is burned more evenly and more
completely. .

So thermal efficiency is also enhanced.

Why turbocharging?

The Saab Turbo extracts even greater
amounts of power from the basic Saab
engine, while it preserves most of the
economical benefits

The reason that a big engine is usually
more powerful than a small one s that it
can burn more fuel at one time. To create
more power, Saab’s turbocharger enables
the 900 engane to burn more fuel when-
eVeT an increase in power is needed.

Exhaust gases drive a small com-
pressor that forces additional air to the
cyvlinders. Because there's more oxygen
gﬂnﬂ.am‘ﬂlnmﬁﬁmﬂem

Before it reaches the cvlinders,
though, the air passes through an inter-
cooler which lowers its temperature. That
helps to eliminate dangerous knocking in
the engine when pressure in the cylinders
is ncreased. It increases the incoming air
density and reduces the thermal lsad.

Saab’s Automatic Performance Control
(APC) system also momtors the Turbo
engine for early mdications of knock, and
automatically regulates the turbocharger’s
boost when knocking is smminent.

And the first time you go over a bump,
voull understand how well-designed the
front suspenson 5. The front sprmgs are
mounted on pivols. so that even on rough

The gumck senes of sweeping turns will
let vou appreciate the predictability of the
car, and gve you a new understanding ol
understeer. The Saab alwavs has a shght
nofmal understeer that lets you feel just
exactly what 13 happemng as the car
moves through the tum., Oversteer, the
tendency of a car to bear toward the inside
of a turmn, makes a car behave abroptly and
less predictably

The Saab retams s normal understeer
even when vou ve loaded it to capacity,
because of the ideal weight distrnibution of
the car. When there's only a drnver on
board and a full tank of gas, 680% of the
Saab's weight 15 on the front wheels. Load
up the back of the car with passengers and
carga, and maore than half of the total
weight 1= still resting on the front wheels
If the weight were distnbuted more to the

Whale you're testing the Saab, try
some hard braking. You'll be impressed by
the controlled power that pulls the car
down from highway speeds to a full stop
The Saab 900 fitted with large 15-inch
wheels, which provide plenty of room for
larger-than-usuas chsc brakes on all four
cormers. Turbo models have ventilated
discs on the front wheels.

The front brake pads are made of an
asbestos-free, semmetalbc matenml that
lasts lnger than most brake ;:,pd.-». resials
high temperatures better, and is quieter
and less hkelv to [ade. The rear pads are
alzo made of ashestos-free matenal

The hydrachc system that operates
the brakes is splt dingonally, so that o one
braking system is moperative, the other
will work one front brake and the opposite
rear brake. Thal assures you stopping
power on both sides of the car, for control
labde, straght-lme stoppmg. 1The hand
brake manually operates the front brakes,
which provide more than half of the car's
stoppng power

Ever smee the first Saabs were intro
duced, the cars have shown consstenty
excellent road manmers. The quick, oon-
trolled responsiveness and predectable
behavior of today's Saab 900, reflect more
than 30 vears concermn with active safety

It doesn't have the soft,
vichdmg feel that even some very expen
sive car seats have. But hours after you
start out, you'll still feel comfortable in
the Saab’s seat. Extra foam behind the
shoulders and lumbar regon help prevent
fatigue. The dished shape of the seat and
back gives you firm [ateral support, help-
ing you to maintan a comfortable and
effective driving position for long penods

The car's mstruments are clustered
at the bottom edge of the driver’s line of
vision, where they can be momtored
quickly and easily without taking attention
away trom the road. The controls that
you'll use most frequently are at vour
fmgertips, and all other controls are clus
tered in the cockpit according to function,
g0 there's never any confused groping for
a light switch or temperature control.

Intenor temperature control is helped
along by the thick glass Aber insulation
in the rool, which also helps to cut down
the amount of noise that reaches the
dnver. Lu-n,.z ExXposure Lo eXCessive nnse
can senously wear down your energy
resefves

So can eyestrain, which is why Saab
engneers pand such careful attenbion to
protecting your vision with glare-reducing
extenor mirrors, a dayv-mght intenor mur-
ror, comfortable green instrument hghting
and generous amounts of tinted window
plass all around

Whether vou're going Lo drive your
Saab 900 a few blocks or a few hundred
miles today, its design and construction
will help you dnive that distance as well
and @s safely as vou can.

If you're both careful and lucky, youTl
never get 1o find out how strongly a Saab
i bt

Unfortunately, huck plays a ssgnificant
part in avosding trouble. Even good. care-
ful drivers in good, agile cars pet involved
in accidents. It doesn't play as big a part as
the prudence and good sense of the driver,
of course, but it plays a part anvway. If
vou pay attention Lo what vou're doing,
you tend to be luckier than drivers who
don’L. And if you don't pay attention, it
really won't matter much how good your
brakes or tres are.

Bearing all that in mund, Saah enginecrs
built the salest and most protective car
they could build. The Saab 900 surrounds
the passenger compartment with a steel
safely cage, made of strong steel uprights
reaching from the steel doorsills to the
reinforced edge of the car'’s rool

The crossmembers in the Saab’s fioor
and front bulkhead add strength to the
cage. Stee] beams inside the doors help
Lo protect passengers from the force of
a collision and hedp the doors to retain
their shape, so they can be opened after
acrash.

While the safety cage is workang to
keep the force of the collision from intrud-
g into the passenger compartment,
special “crumple zones,” areas designed
to deform progressively, are consuming
mare of that force. Thanks to the
“crumple zones” at the front and rear of
the Saab, the middle of the car will suffer
bess damage in an acoident.

But 1o be as safe as possible, a car has
i be more than just strong. It also has to
b pentle.

When a car crashes into an obstacle,

i stops cold. But the driver and the
passengers don't stop. They keep moving
al the car’s original speed until they hat
something and stop.

The first line of defense, obviously, is
the seat belt. The Saab 900 has three-
point restramts for both front seat pas-
sengers and for two réear seal passengers.
The middle position in the rear seat has a
lap belt,

If you're wearing your seat belt when
vo have an acodent, your chances of
E4CAPING SENOUSs mjury are enormously
mproved. If you aren’t weanng vour seat
belt, it 1sn't going 1o do you any good at all.

The biggest threat to the driver of a car
in an accadent is the steenng wheel and
steenng column. Saab engineers paid a lot
of attention to minamuzing that threat, and
they came up with a design for it that is

A stevl sufely cage surrownds aisenipers in a
Saab S

one of the safest in the world.

The center of the wheel is heavly
padded to help protect the driver from
head, neck or chest imury. The column
itselfl will gradually collapse in three
sections under a heavy enough impact,
absorbing most of the force of the
driver’s hody.

Other objects that a driver or passen-
ger rmught hit are enther recessed, such as
switches and handles, or are heavily pad-
ded, such as seat backs, roof pillars,
windshield supports and the roof itsell

With luck, you'll never need a car this
strong and protective. But why take
chances you don't have to take?

IF WE JUST BUILT CARS, OUR CARS WOULDN'T

BE AS GOOD.

IThe first Saab automobile appeared
in the late 1940's, shortly after the end of
Warld War [1

It diedn’t look very miuch like other cars
of the penod. Actually, it sort of looked
hike the airplanes of the period. That's
because the engineers who bualt it had,
a fe'w years earbier, been building fighter
afrcraft. The name Saab, in fact, is an
acronym for Svenska Aeroplin AB

When the war ended, the Swedish
arrcraft manuiacturer decided (o B0 il
carmaking. But after several yvears of par-
bioapation m one of the most dramatic
chapters of mdustnal history, the Saab
engineers weren 't about o Lamely copy
someone else’s notion of an automobile.
Instead, they reinvented the automobile.

They apphied their knowledge of ar
craft physics o designing a car, and they
came up with one that was hghtweight
and compact when most other cars were
large and heavy, Their design had front
whieel drive when virtually everyvone clse
favored rear-wheel drive. Their machine
showed a concern with structural strength
and aerodynamics when practically no one
else at all was paymg any attention o
those things

That really didn’t worry the Saab engn
neers. They were applying what they
knew from one techmical fiekd to another
related endeavor. The result was a desym
that anticipated much of what later hap
pened to the automobide and that staved in
production for over 30 vears

Today, Saab-Scania AR is the anly
manuiacturer i the world simultaneocusly
myvolved m bulding cars, trucks, buses
and sircrafl. In each one of those felds
the company is a major source of lech-
nologchl leadershop and movation

The design of your Saab 900, for exam
ple, owes a lot Lo the research that the
Acruspace Division has done on aerody
nanucs and ergonomics. The CTEANE WaAS
developed and manufactured in conjunc-
tion with the Scania Division, which also
buslds trucks and buses. The same division
brought its years of expenence in turbo-
chargimg truck engmes to bear on the
design of the Saab Turbo engine

Saab-Scania’s diversity gves them
ancther important advantage. It gives the
corporabion a hmancal stabality that few
other car bulders empoy today,

While recession has forced other
carmakers to slow their research and
development programs, Saab has been
able to take the risks of mtroducing better
