I'he engine.
Of course, one of the most imporiant

The engine is, after all, the main
ingredient in performance and
ccanomy. Twa of the most valuable
gesels of any car

The engine in every Saab is
a 2-liver, 4-cvlinder, in-line, waier-
cooled enging with an overhead cam
shaft. The overhead cam in our engin
means longer life, more efficiency
less maintenance, and quieter running
than an engine withowt an overhead

cam




The cylinder head is made of
a special light alloy for efficient heat
dissipatian. The crankshaft, us well as
the camshaft, is supported by five
main bearings for silent, vibration-
free operation.

The engine in a Saab is mounted
at a 45 angle. This canted arrange-
ment of the engine reduces the height
of the engine and ensures a low hood
line for good visibility of the road
in front of you.

The location of the clutch and
gearbox fust below the engine is de-
signed to give our car a compact
power wmit up front. So vou have more
room inside. And the unigue froni-
wheel drive design also allows us fo
make the hood shorter, reducing
the overall length of the car for eavier
driving and parking.

The engine cooling fan fs thermo-
statically comtrolled and elecirically
driven. Most other cars have belr-
driven fans that run directly off the
engine continuously, increasing noise
and robbing the car of valuable horse-
power, Our fan iz switched on auio-
matically when required—only when
the engine needs extra cooling.

The Saab 99 engine has a com-
pression ratio of 8.7: 1. It should be
run on a 91 octane fuel, leaded or
unleaded, and now wes fuel even more
efficiently than ever before. The Saab
engine does not require an add-on
oxidation catalvst or thermal reactor
to pass the stringent U.S. standardy,
or even more demanding state stan-
dards, for exhoaust emissions of hvdro-
carbons, carbon monoxide and oxides
of nitrogen.

The Saab 99 engine is reliable
and economical. But it also gives
our car unusually good overall per-
formance because of its high torgue.
Also, the higher the torgue and the
flatter the torgue curve over a wide
range of speeds, the better the low
speed performance.

An important part of whar makes
our Saah engine give excellent, vet
economical performance, is our con-
tinuous-flow, fuel-injection svstem.
This system is a mechanical type
infection system that constantly meters
the correct amount of fuel 1o each
cylinder. It means that a Saab is easy
o start in any kind of weather. It
means that a Saab will give you excel-
lent performance no matter what
altitude you're ar or what season
vou're in, and it means you'll get
fuel economy, as well. It s also easier
and lexs coxtly to maintain than other
types of fuel-injection systems.

The body.

Every Saab is built with unitized steel
roll-cage construction for safe, long
lusting strength. And, unlike most
other cars, the strength of every sec-
tion af the body is specifically designed
for its own function. We have found
that the body of a car must not be of
untiform stiffness. Some parts must be
“softer” so they will be able 1o absorh
high stresses and impacts in case of

it mishap on the road. In the event of
a collision, the front and rear sections
are designed to sustain a certain
amount of controlled deformation,
helping to protect you and your
passengers.

This collapsing “accordion” effect
has been designed and engineered into
every Saab 1o meet one of our basic
principles of safety : that the passenger
compartment must remain intact in
the event of an accident. The windows
must remain in their mountings, and
the doors must remain shit. The
occupanis must remain protected
— inside the car. This principle of
safety in automobile construction is
the main reason for the development of
a car that is built to be safe, strong
and long-lasting. A car that is built
with, what we call, roll-cage con-
struction.

Another of the things that makes
our car safe and long-lasting is thick
steel, because it can honestly be said
that the sheet metal of a Saab is
thicker than that of most other cars.
The outer side panels ( 2- and 3-door
madels ) are 0.5 in. (1.2 mm) thick.
The floor panels at the front are
0.6 n. (1.5 mm) thick. The sheet
metal in the windshield pillars, and
the fongimdingl and transverse heams
are (0.8 in. (2 mm) thick. The sill
beams, the side pillars, the reinforcing
steel sections around the edge of
the roof, the cross members of the
foor and the steel sections in the doors
all work together to give you a truly
strang. long-lasting car. This is Saab’s
roll-cage construction.

The bumper.

In 1972, Federal regulations were
ixsued regarding the impact resistance
of bumpers for 1973 model cars.

But at Saab, we had already started
working on the development of impact-
ahsorbing bumpers two years earlier.
And when the new standards came

into force, we'd already had such
bumpers on our car for a vear,

Since that time, however, Federal
regulations have become more sirin-
gent. But the Saab impact absorbing
bumpers that we pioneered years ago
not only met those new regulations,
but surpassed them by a comfortable
margin of safery. The first bumpers
in the world to do so.

Our bumpers are constructed of
twa sturdy u-shaped aluminum rails
which hold energy absorbing plastic
blocks in place. Over this assembly is
it black rubber covering and a stainless
steel belt. The plastic blocks absorb
shack wpon impact, and then they
return to their original shape. So they
not only protect the car, they also
protect themselves.

The suspension.

When it comes to the suspension
system, mast cars go one of fwo ways:
the hard, “solid-feel” bumpy route,

or the soft, marshmallow, "gushy "’
roure,

Char prvoted-spring,

We feel, and we think you will too,
that the Saab has an almost ideal
suspension system that gives it the best
of both worlds—excellent road holding
and handling and a high level of per-
sonal comfort.

Every Saab has a unique light but
strong double-wishbone front suspen-
sion svstem of our own design. This
double-wishbone suspension on each
SJront wheel, plus shock absorbers
and springs, of course, give our car its
excellent stability, smooth ride and
balance. Also, easy accessability to our
suspension system makes servicing
easy and inexpensive.

The fromi springs are pivot-moun:-
ed. So they remain straight when
in compression, giving vou a smoother
ride and less noise. And rubber suspen.
sion stops inside the springs act ay
a progressive auxiliary spring. as well

Our straight one-piece rear axle
ensures that the rear wheels are alwa,
perpendicular to the road surface for
good road holding. And since every
Saab has front wheel drive, the rear
axle has no differential and drive shat:
to support. So the rear axle is light,
resulting in a low unsprung weight.
This means that the rear wheefs will
follow the unevenness of the road
precisely. Without transmitting bumps
and bounces o the car's body. Or to
vours.

Steering.

Every Saab has rack-and-pimion
steering. Just about the most direct,
most precise sreering System Vou can
get vour hands on.

The wheels react immediately to
the slightest movement of the steering
wheel—which is why rack-and-pinion
steering is sometimes called “direct
steering”'. The steering box is located
far back in the engine compariment,
in a well-protected spot. And the rack
e¢lement of our rack-and-pinion system
also serves as an impact absorbing
transverse beam. In addition, our

scopically collapsible, making our
rack-and-pinion steering system not
only direct and precise, bui safe,

as well.

Of course, every car has a certain
handling behavior on the road which is
affected by factors such as shape of
the car, tires, suspension, wheel base to
tracking ratio, and weight distribution.
But it is weight distribution more than
any other single factor, that gives Saab
its incredible traction, handling, and
cornering ability on the road, And it's
our rack-and-pinion steering that
gives you, the driver, such an uncanny,
precise feeling of the road and the car.
{ Power-steering is standard on all cars
with automatic transmission. )

The brakes.
On every wheel of every Saab are
power-assisted disc brakes, which give
you distinct advantages over conven-
tional drum brakes. They are strong
and normally they don't “‘fade”,
or lose their stopping power after
repeated stops when braking from
high speeds.

What makes our disc brakes so

effective is the large sweep area covered

by the pad linings, which are extra
thick for safe, long-lasting wear.
In our dual-diagonal braking

system, the brake circuits are diago-
nally split to make sure that the brak-
ing effort will be optimally shared by
the front and rear wheels even if one

circuil should fail. If one circuit does

Jail, the foot brake will still provide

half of the available braking effective-
ness. Our handbrake acts as a kind of
third brake. It can also provide 50 %,
of the braking effectiveness of the
Joot brake. Our hand brake is self-
adjusting, and utilizes the same brake
pads as the foor brakes.

Like so many other safety features
on a Saab, our dual-diagonal braking
system was designed and engineered
into our cars long before dual braking
systems became law (dual braking
systems are now specified by law in
many countries of the world ). But
Saah gave this impartant safety fea-
fure to the world as early as 1963,

Protection. Inside and out.
Protection against winter rust and
corrosion means a lot more than
thick undercoating. It starts long
before a Saab is ever built. Because it
must be engineered into the car at
the design stage.

When we designed the Saab,
Jor example, we went to great lengths
to avoid closed pockets, brackets and
ledges where dirt and moisture could
collect. We vented the sill beams into
the car and designed the doors 1o
drain downwards. The wheel housings
are completely smooth on the inside.

Our efforss to aveud dirt-colleciing
pockers in the constriction, welded joints
out of the way of masr molinre asd
dfirr, our priming and undercoating, amnd
the corrosion-inhiliting oil trecarment
comibine to provide excellens rust and
corrogion profection for every Saob

All welded seams and joints are placed
as high as possible, out of the way of
dirt and moisture. As additional mois-
ture protectian, all exposed joints are
sealed off with a high quality, elastic
sealing agent.

After preparation by phosphatiz-
ing, the body is covered with an anti-
carrasion primer. Before application of
the final coat of paint, the underside of
the body is covered with a protective
undercoating compound. The last stage
of our protection process consists of
spraying a corrosion-inhibiting oil into
all cavities—into the doors, sill beams,
brackets, joints, and the whole under-
side of the body. All are subjected 1o
the same treatment, The best protec-
tion treatment we know.
