Saab’s front wheel drive gives you su-
perb road holding and directional stabili-
ty.

Protection From

y Every Angle.
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Over the years, Saab has introduced an
important number of unigue design and
equipment features thal have contributed
to the indusiry as a whole. This has not
only bean to mesat the Increasingly strin-
gent demands of road safety legisiation
but to ensure the safety of the driver, pas-
sengers and other motorists.

Saab Seats:
Unigue on Many Levels.

The atfitude and position of your body in
the: car has a kot to do with the way you feel
and the way you drive. That's why the
seats in all Saabs wera designed in colla-
boration with medical experts o give you
he widest range of adjustmenis and com-
fort

Saab Design Elements:

Guided by Everyday Realities.

Each front seal is designed 1o be
adaptable to the individual. The lumbar
suppor i elastic and therefora, requires
no manual resetting. The seating affitude
can easily be varied, since the backrest has
a continuous rake adiustment feature,

A unique Saab refinement is the ability
o raise, lower or tilt the driver's seal
cushion as required. Saab was one of the
first car manuiacturers in the world o in-
trocuce thermostatically controlled eleg-
tric heating of the driver's seat cushion
and backrest Heating is controlled by a
bi-metal thermostat built into the seal
cushion. So on cold winter momings the
seat keeps you warm until the heater
warms the car

Saab Roof Lining:

A Ceiling of Safety.

The rool lining in a Saab covers the steel
membears around the edges of the roof

and acis as a large impact-absorting
protective pad. The lining is made of glass
fiber and is pressed as one unit which is
then covered with nylon velour. Both the
lining and the covering are fire-resistant.
The lining also provides excellent insula-
tion against heat, cold and noise.

Rack-and-pinion Steering:

The Perfect Match for

Front Wheel Drive.
Rack-and-pinion steering is found In every
Saab because it is just about the most
direct, most precise sieering system one
can drive. The advantages. in fact, are so
numernous that it is a system that is most
frequently found in high performance
racing cars.

Rack-and-pinion steenng makes Saab
a very easy car lo maneuver, The wheels
react immediataly 0 the slightest move-
ment of the wheal. On the ofher hand, fhe
stearing is sufficently rigid to prevent unin-
lentional changes in coursa. It eliminates
iche travet of the steering wheel. And be-
causa the system has few moving parts it
does not need continual adjustment.

Road accident investigations have shown
that the steering wheel and the steering
whesl hub can provide effective protection
to the driver if they are designed comectly.
Saab has a uniquely designed salety hub
that consists of a slolled sheet metal core
which will collapse under strong impgct.
The core is covered with a relatively hard
layer of plastic, which distributes the
load on impact The outside ofthe pad Is
covered with soft plastic,



Saab Dual-circuit Brakes:
Standard Since 1963.

Like so many other safety features on
Saab, the dual-circuit braking system was
designed and engineered into the cars
long befora such systems became re-
quired by law. The brake system is spiit
thagonally to make sure that the braking
effort will be shared by one front and the
opposite rear wheel even if one circuit
should fall. If a fallure occurs, stopping
distance will increase, but with Saab's
system, the distribution of the braking
effort between the front and rear of the
car will remain as eflective as under
normal conditions. So the handling of the
car will remain basically unimpaired,

Saab Lighting:

A Leader in the Field.

For a number of years, Saab has collabo-
rated with research institutions in order 1o
perfect car lighting. The results of these
efforts can be found on all 1978 models.
The tum signals, for example, are mount-
ed a= high as possible at each corner ol
the hood for maximum visibility, At the
rear, they are amber in color and well

separated from the siop and tail lights so
as fo more clearly indicate the Saab driv-
er's intentions fo others approaching from
behind.

in 1970 Saab introduced automatic

headlight control. This is a system whereby

the headlights are automatically turned off
whan the ignifion ks switched of.
In 1977 Saab introduced side mount-

ed reversing lamps on the front of the GLE

and EMS models. They work in conjunc-
fion with the rear backup lights 1o provide
illuminaton along the sides of the car for

safer backing up in poorly lit situations.

Pivot Mounted Springs:
Smoothness and Stability.

The pivot-mounted coil springs used for
Saab’s front suspension are a system that
is widely preferred in exclusive sports and
racing cars. I provides exceflent road
handiing and a high degree of occupant
comiort. The front springs are pivoted at
the suspension wishbones, Whatever the
movement of the car, the springs will
move in a nearly linear fashion and will

retain their oplimum springing capacity.

A rubber stop Inside each spring prevents
"bottoming” and acts as a progressive
auxiliary spring as well,

A Pioneer in the Self-

repairing Bumper.
Commencing with all 1973 models, Fed-
eral regulations were issued regarding the
impact resistance of bumpers. But by that
time, Saab cars were already baing fited
with bumpers which complied with these
standards. The first bumpers in the workd
o do so.

Since thal ime, Faderal regulations
have become more stringent, But the
Saab sell-repairing bumpers that were
pioneered years before have undergone
only minor refinements lo meet the regula-
tions and in fact surpass them by a com-
fortable margin of salety. In the event of an
impact, cellular plastic blocks within the
bumper compress to absorb the impact.
Alterwards the blocks retum 1o their origi-
nal shape.

Rugged supports and reinforcements
in the body insure that the car will remain
undamaged at colllsion speeds ofup o
5 mph. This eliminates costly repair dam-
age caused by minor collisions.

On all Saab models, the luggage space
can be increased quickly and conve-
niently merely by folding down the back
seal The three and five door models
provide tremendous load carying capack
ty that can be easlily loaded from the rear.
The back door opens all the way to the
bumper so that your luggege can be
easily loaded and unioaded. This ability 1o
vary the load-carrying capacity fo suit the
owners' requirements is a typical charac-
teristic of Saab. As always, Saab gives you
optimum room, ufiiity, comiion and luxury
while still maintaining fts traditional high
performance characleristics.
